Facilitate Programme 2026/2027

We are looking for young people aged 17- 25 years old to join our Facilitate programme from September 2026 – July 2027. This role assists across our Bright Sparks programme here at Z-arts.
At Z-arts we deliver creative classes for children aged 4 - 12 years old including drama, dance, art, podcasting, singing and play sessions. This is an entry level role, we are looking for young people who are interested in working with children, in the arts and with little to no paid work experience.
At Z-arts, we aim to inspire and enable generations of young people from Greater Manchester and the Northwest to use creativity to maximise their potential. Our values are: welcoming, forward-thinking, inclusive, engaging, vibrant and fun.
Our Bright Sparks programme gives local families the opportunity to express themselves creatively, create a community and to input into Z-arts whole programme. We run a Kids Council class where we ask the children for their input into ideas for the future. Our classes are play-orientated, and we run sessions that are youth led and driven by the children who come to our venue.
Our assistants play an important role in ensuring we can deliver high quality, fun and engaging sessions. As an assistant, you will work closely with a lead facilitator to deliver sessions. By the end of the year, you will have worked towards planning and delivering your own session.

· Assist in our weekly Bright Sparks classes during term time and across our holiday clubs
· Minimum of 2 hours per week
· Paid at £13.45 per hour
· Mentored by the Z-arts Creative Team
· Helping with set up and take down of classes
· Supporting children to access classes, this may include toilet trips, getting water from the café, sitting out with children and encouraging children to join in the session
· To be willing to get an enhanced DBS check and to supply two reference and to complete safeguarding training with us before starting the role.
· You must be able to attend the full training week from Tuesday 25 August 2026 – Friday 28 August 2026, 10am - 3:30pm
· You must be willing to commit to your weekly class or classes, we will ask for your availability at various stages throughout the process
· Learn on the job, with opportunities throughout the year to support at other Z-arts events
